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AIM

The overall aim is “To reduce the number of accidental deaths and injuries in the home.” It is recognised that this aim will take time to achieve and therefore this 5 year Plan represents only the first phase of a long-term strategy to increase people’s awareness of the dangers and to highlight ways to prevent home accidents. In addition, the aim will only be realised through an integrated partnership approach including statutory, voluntary and community sectors.

OBJECTIVES OF THE STRATEGY

The key objectives are:

· to reduce home accidents, particularly in those most at risk;

· to raise awareness of the causes of home accidents and promote effective preventative measures to reduce such accidents;

· to promote and facilitate effective training, skills and knowledge in home accident prevention across all relevant organisations, groups and individuals.
These objectives will be met through integrated and effective approaches including:

· education and information programmes to promote home safety, and promote a change in public behaviour towards home accident prevention; and

· the use of evidence based practice, models of good practice, and by evaluating home accident prevention initiatives.
OUTCOMES

If successful, implementation of this strategy will lead to a reduction in the number of home accidents and contribute to the outcome “reduction in preventable deaths and diseases and improvement in wellbeing” set out in the Northern Ireland Priorities and Budget 2004-2006.
